Purpose of the Report:  

 

To consider the correspondence received following the advertisement 

of the Pen Y Dre, Neath (Revocation of Limited Waiting, 1 hour, 

Return Prohibited within 2 hours, Monday to Saturday, 8am to 6pm, 

Permit Holders Exempt) Order 2022, as indicated in Appendix A.  

 

Executive Summary:  
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The report outlines the proposed revocation of the existing traffic 

regulation order which was formally advertised resulting in objections 

being received.   

 

Background:  

 

The Council received representations that a vehicular dropped 

crossing had been installed at No.19 Pen Y Dre, Neath and the 

existing traffic regulation order fronting the property would need to be 

revoked and removed to obtain access/egress.   

 

The revocation of the existing traffic regulation order was required to 

remove a Limited Waiting, 1 hour, Return Prohibited within 2 hours, 

Monday to Saturday, 8am to 6pm, Permit Holders Exempt parking 

bay directly in front of the property.   

 

The proposed scheme is indicated in Appendix A.  

 

Financial Impacts:   

 

The scheme is to be funded by the Council’s Capital Programme.    

 

Integrated Impact Assessment:  

 

A first stage impact assessment has been undertaken to assist the  

Council in discharging its legislative duties (under the Equality Act  

2010, the Welsh Language Standards (No.1) Regulations 2015, the 

Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 and the 

Environment (Wales) Act 2016.  

 

The first stage assessment, attached at Appendix B, has indicated 
that a more in-depth assessment is not required.  A summary is 
included below: -  
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A full impact assessment is not required as the revocation of the 

existing traffic regulation order will provide a safe environment for all 

highway users.

This item has been subject to external consultation.   

 

A consultation exercise was undertaken for a period of 21-days in 

July / August 2022.   

 

There were 103 letters and plans hand delivered to the properties on 

Pen Y Dre detailing the proposals. Following a three-week 

consultation exercise, 1 statement of support and 11 statements of 

objection were received on the proposal.   
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A summary of the support and the objections received is given 

below:-   

 

Support: - Any officer observations / comments are illustrated in italics 
in response to the points raised.   
 

a)  A resident is fully supportive of the proposed changes to the 

Traffic Regulation Order.  

 

 

Objections: - Any officer observations / comments are illustrated in 
italics in response to the points raised.  
  

a) Residents object to the revocation as those who pay for permits 

already struggle to park on the street most days.  

b) Residents object as parking places are oversubscribed and 

currently there aren’t enough spaces for residents to park.  

c) Residents object to the removal of the existing Traffic 

Regulation Order because this will make the parking situation 

on the street worse.  

d) Residents object to the revocation as parking is only on one 

side of the street and this will affect the whole street.  

e) Residents object as parking is extremely limited and many local 

business and shoppers choose to park in the street rather than 

pay for parking in town.  

f) Residents object as even with resident permits, people are not 

guaranteed to park on the street.  

g) Residents object because currently there is space for about 8 

cars on a road with 20 houses already limiting the space for 

parking.  
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The objections have been considered and the Council agrees that the 
traffic regulation order should remain in-situ due to the limited 
availability of parking for residents on Pen Y Dre, Neath.   
 

The Local Members have been consulted on the feedback received 

and support that the objections are upheld in full and the scheme is 

withdrawn.   

 

Recommendations:   

 

Having had due regard to the integrated impact assessment it is 

recommended that the objections are upheld in full to the Pen Y Dre, 

Neath (Revocation of Limited Waiting, 1 hour, Return Prohibited 

within 2 hours, Monday to Saturday, 8am to 6pm, Permit Holders 

Exempt) Order 2022 (as detailed in Appendix A to the circulated 

report) and that the scheme is withdrawn.  

 

The objectors will be informed of the decision accordingly.  

 

Reasons for Proposed Decision:   

  

The order shall remain in place due to the limited availability of 

parking for residents on Pen Y Dre, Neath.  

 

Implementation of Decision:  

 

The decision is proposed for implementation after the three day call in

Purpose of the Report: 
 
To consider the correspondence received following the advertisement 
of the Traffic Calming Measures at B4434 Tonna Uchaf – Mini 
Roundabout, Heol Caredig Junction and Pen Y Bryn Junction Order 
2023, as indicated in Appendix A, B and C. 
 
Executive Summary: 
 
The report outlines the proposed traffic regulation order which was 
formally advertised resulting in a support and objection being 
received.  
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Background: 
 
The existing footway adjacent to the carriageway is not suitable for 
active travel provision as the footpath is too narrow and the current 
crossing points do not meet the required Active Travel Act Guidance 
(ATAG) standards as set out by the Welsh Government. 
 
The previously approved active travel maps (INM) showed the route 
as an existing walking route; however, the route fails a walking active 
travel audit due to the width of the existing footway and inadequate 
crossing points. 
 
The traffic regulation order is required to provide a safer environment 
for all highway users. 
 
The proposed plateaux are indicated in Appendix A, B and C. 
 
Financial Impacts:  
 
The scheme is to be funded by the Welsh Government Active Travel 
Grant.  
 
Integrated Impact Assessment: 
 
A first stage impact assessment has been undertaken to assist the 
Council in discharging its legislative duties (under the Equality Act 
2010, the Welsh Language Standards (No.1) Regulations 2015, the 
Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 and the 
Environment (Wales) Act 2016. 
 
The first stage assessment, attached at Appendix D, has indicated 
that a more in-depth assessment is not required. A summary is 
included below: - 
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A full impact assessment is not required as the proposed traffic 
regulation order will provide a safe environment for all highway users.

Caredig detailing the proposals.  Following a three-week consultation 
exercise, 1 statement of support and 1 statement of objection were 
received on the proposal.  
 
A summary of the support and objection received are given below:-  
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Support: - Any officer observations / comments are illustrated in 
italics in response to the points raised. 
 

a. South Wales Police are in support of this proposal. 

 
Objection: - Any officer observations / comments are illustrated in 
italics in response to the points raised. 
 

a. A resident objects to the construction of the raised roundabout 
due to the risk of damaging vehicles when navigating them. 

The proposal is to raise the roundabout which will then sit on a 
raised plateau by no more than 75mm which is a standard and 
well used traffic feature across the UK. The roundabout central 
island will be a painted circle. We do not foresee any issues with 
regard to a plateau of this height provided vehicles enter at a 
sensible speed. 

 
The Local Members have been consulted on the feedback received 
and support that the objection is overruled with the original scheme 
being implemented as advertised in Appendix A, B and C. 
 
It should be noted that there were no objections to the proposed 
speed plateau at Heol Caredig (Appendix C). 
 
Recommendations:  
 
Having had due regard to the integrated impact assessment it is 
recommended that the objection is overruled to the Traffic Calming 
Measures at B4434 Tonna Uchaf – Mini Roundabout, Heol Caredig 
Junction and Pen Y Bryn Junction Order 2023 (as detailed in 
Appendix A, B and C to the circulated report) that the scheme is 
implemented as advertised.

Within the Neath Port Talbot presently 59.6% of adults are obese or 
overweight (with 23.6% being obese) it is predicted that by 2025 the 
number will have risen to 66.5%.  A quarter of children in Wales are 
overweight or obese (including 12.4% that are obese) Wales has a higher 
percentage of adolescents self-reporting to be overweight or obese 
compared to England, Scotland and Republic of Ireland, with rates being 
generally higher in boys than girls.

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New quarterly performance reports are reported to members from the 

1st quarter 2023/24. This new format moves away from the table format 

that we have previously reported for a number of years, to a graph 

format. The reports will also include more cumulative quarterly trend 

data. The new reports are visually better and include a performance 

summary doughnut within the cover page.  

These new formats also take into account feedback from Cabinet 

Scrutiny Committee members on the previous performance reports 

format.  Members will receive performance scrutiny training during 

October 2023 which will include a section on the new reports format.  

  

Performance Measures that have improved on or achieved target are 

GREEN status, Performance Measures that have not achieved target 

but performance is within 5% are AMBER status, Performance 

Measures that are 5% or more below target are RED status.  

Performance Measures that appear as BLUE status are ‘Not suitable for 

comparison’ and are for information only.  

  

Where available, Performance Measures report Quarter 1 target, and 3 

years of Quarter 1 data for comparison.  

  

 There are 23 measures reported in the period. 13 are improving or on 

target, 3 are within 5% of previous year’s Quarter 1 . 7 measures are not 

suitable for comparison.  

  

The 13 measures improving or on target are:  

o Two building control measures, both achieving 100%; o All 

four planning measures and includes a significant 

improvement relating to the enforcement related measure;  

o Percentage of waste, reused, recycled or composted is 

broadly the same as the previous year and above the statutory 

target of 64%. Officers have recently started to introduce the 

Waste Strategy action plan (agreed April 2023) with the aim of 

achieving the 70% recycling target by 2024/25;  

o 100% of waste enforcement prosecutions/penalties were 

successful;  

o Average days to remove fly tipping incidents is within target 

and the number of reported fly tipping incidents has reduced;  
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o 29 people were helped into work, training or volunteering by 

the Workways Team;  

o 276 businesses enquires assisted in the 1st quarter; o On 

average, just over a day to repair street lamp failures.   

  

  

The three measures showing as Amber and reported as within 5% of 

previous year’s quarter 1 performance relates to kilogrammes of 

residual waste generated per person and household missed collections 

for both refuse and recycling which have increased.
