A proof of age declaration will be required from any person who
purchases alcohol, by whatever means the premises operates at
point of sale.
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A Challenge 25 policy shall be implemented and proof of age shall be
requested, by any employee or partner delivering on behalf of the
business, from any person who appears to be under the age of 25
years who attempts to accept delivery of alcohol. The means of
verification should be a form of identification which bears their
photograph, date of birth and a holographic mark and should be
restricted to:-

P.A.S.S Accredited Proof of Age Schemes e.g. Citizen Card,
Proof GB
Photocard driving licence or passport.

All staff engaged in either the sale or delivery are to receive training
in relation to age related sales and the premises to keep up to date
records of staff training in respect of age related sales, in written or
electronic format, available for inspection on request by an authorised
officer

The premises licence holder shall maintain an accurate and up to
date record of all sales of alcohol. This information shall be made
available to Police and authorised officers of the Local Authority when
requested.
