I am the Deputy Leader of the Council.  This position affords to me 

strategic overview of Procurement, Policy & Resources, I.T., Democratic 

Services and Financial matters in the County Borough.

Again, 

the changes to legislation in this area makes this position even more 

important.  I attended the LGA Pensions Conference in Newport. 

I am the Chairman of two Governing Bodies in schools namely, Cefn 

Saeson Comprehensive and Crynallt Primary School.  I represent the 

Authority on the Neath Town Consortium Committee. 

I am a member of the Children’s Rights Unit in Neath Port Talbot. 

I am Chairman of WLGA Joint Committee for Wales.  I attend WLGA 

Committee Meetings. 

I am also the WLGA spokesperson for Employment and I attend LGA 

and NARE meetings in London in this capacity.

I am pleased to confirm that it 

is still successful. 

I have been involved with the transfer of Tonmawr Primary School into 

Crynallt Primary School. 

I have attempted to secure a replacement bus service for residents in 

the Cimla Crescent area of my ward following the curtailing of the 

service by South Wales Transport.
