There are 155 active young 
members and 37 adult volunteers which includes the Caewern and 
Bryncoch rural areas. 
 
During Covid the Unit has struggled with fundraising for the 
implementation of a new Programme which is based on confidence 
building, adventure, working in teams, well-being and being to express 
one’s self. Badges are awarded according to level of attainment at 
bronze, silver and gold standard.
